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1985 was a significant year in London LGBT history. In that year the Greater London Council (GLC) published ‘Changing the World’, a charter of gay rights, the London Lesbian and Gay Centre opened at 69, Cowcross Street in Farringdon and the Black Lesbian and Gay Centre was founded. 

Twenty years on the third annual LGBT Archives and History Conference at London Metropolitan Archives is picking up the theme of ‘Changing the World’ in response to suggestions and ideas put forward by delegates at the 2004 Conference.

There will be explorations of the history of the actions of individuals and groups who have resisted discrimination and brought about change in many different ways, from club culture to politics. There will also be an examination of current work taking place nationally and internationally to literally, change the world.

The conference will be supporting the production of a history sources pack for researchers in LGBT history.
