Schools out conference: book now for February

Schools Out has its National Conference on the first Saturday of LGBT History Month (the 3rd) and the line up is fantastic. Over 100 people attended last year and this one will be better than ever. Bullying and prejudice

The teachers’ Union NASUWT held a Conference on prejudice-related bullying in London last Monday. It featured an appearance from Schools Minister Jim Knight, who spoke out against homophobic bullying and its insidious effects; and Mark Jennet, author of the DfES document Stand Up For Us. Goods and services: ni gets in first…

Last month we reported that the Equality Act (Sexual Orientation), which should outlaw discrimination against LGB people in the provision of goods and services, has been delayed until September 2007. The Northern Ireland equivalent of the Act, however, has been made law. So if you want to be guaranteed that the hotel won’t deny you a bed because you have a same sex partner, go to Ulster (after January 1st 2007, when it comes into operation). …But religion clause goes in

Before we get out the bunting, however, take a look at this extract from the Act:

(5) Paragraphs (3) and (4) permit a restriction only if imposed —

(a) if it is necessary to comply with the doctrine of the organisation; or

(b) so as to avoid conflicting with the strongly held religious convictions of a significant number of the religions followers.

This rather suggests that a religious organisation can discriminate against us in the provision of goods and services as long as their doctrine - or a large number of their devotees - considers us to be abominable. That should keep Ian Paisley happy! We need to campaign:

1. to get this clause out of the Act

2. to make sure the same words don’t go into the mainland version.

Sir Elton attacks organised religion – or does he?

“I think religion has always tried to turn hatred towards gay people”, and, “From my point of view I would ban religion completely.” So said Elton John in an article from The Observer Music Monthly magazine – and these quotes have been seen around the world now. But he also said, “Get everybody from each religion together and say, ‘Listen, this can’t go on. Why do we have all this hatred?’” This follows hot on the heels of the banned Gay Police Association advertisement that linked queer-bashing to organised religion. Meanwhile, a group of Christians have labelled as Christianophobia any legislation to deny them the right to say that we are sinners and that we are wrong. There are members of the Muslim Council of Great Britain who are on record as saying our murder is justifiable.

Tony Fenwick, of Schools Out! Said, “What we have here is a growing war of attrition and we owe it to LGBT Christians, Muslims, Jews, Hindus and the rest to keep the doors of debate open – rather than slamming them in each other’s faces.  I have Muslim friends who have said to me that Allah preaches love and peace; and many – indeed most – Christians say the same of their God. So it was reassuring to say the least that there was a Conference of Gay and Lesbian Muslims two weekends ago; and it is equally reassuring that there is an LGBT Christians Conference in February next year. 

“There will always be followers of the World’s faiths who fear and hate us; we used to call them bigots. But most don’t and we cannot make progress with people to whom we refuse to speak. So let’s stop the war of attrition and take an inclusive approach to religion and LGBT rights.”

Lesbian deported

Having come back from the brink on one occasion, lesbian Faridah Kenyini was deported from her home in Newcastle, which she shared with her partner Sarah, to her native Uganda where she will face prison for her sexual preference. Newcastle MP Jim Cousins worked hard to support her. She left Uganda because her father had threatened to kill her. She is 17. Makes you proud to be British, doesn’t it?

Arrests in Belarus

The International LGBT Conference planned in Minsk has been cancelled following the arrest and twenty-two hour detention of four of its organisers. Mobile phones and diaries were seized and details of fellow activists were taken before the detainees were released without charge. The Conference was cancelled in the interests of the safety of delegates. 

Russian gay activist vows to fight on
The Russian gay activist Nicolai Alekseev has vowed to fight on after Moscow
Pride 2006 was officially banned by Moscow's mayor and the protest about
this was disrupted.
In a moving and inspiring speech to his audience at the annual lunch of the
Gay and Lesbian Humanist Association (GALHA) held in London on 11 November,
Alekseev described the hostility which participants in Moscow Pride 2006 had
to face from a coalition of fascist thugs and Orthodox Christian
religionists. He said that he and his supporters had been "bloodied but
unbowed" and would certainly be back with a vengeance in 2007. Given time,
he predicted, the situation for LGBT people in Russia would be as favourable
as it is now in Western European countries. His speech was received with an
ecstatic ovation and he was presented with an award in recognition of "his
courage in challenging homophobia in Russia and beyond".
Later Alekseev expressed his delight at the recognition expressed by Sir
Elton John in The Observer Music Monthly that in countries such as Poland,
Latvia and Russia "there is a huge anti-gay movement and a lot of it is
started by the Church", and that he, Jake Shears of the Scissors Sisters,
and the Pet Shop Boys, should play a Gay Pride concert in Russia.
A lawyer who lives and works in Moscow, Alekseev is the founder and head of
Project Gay Russia and the executive secretary of the International Day
Against Homophobia (IDAHO). He has been actively challenging homophobia in
Russia for the last four years and took a leading role in the planning of
Moscow Pride. He has also has been very active in campaigns in other Eastern
European countries, notably Latvia.

Same-sex-marriage in south Africa

South Africa will become the first African state to allow same-sex civil partnerships and marriages as a result of legislation passed on November 14th this year. Initially only civil partnerships were to be allowed – as is the case in the UK – but gay activists said that the passage of the Civil Unions Bill as originally written was unconstitutional because it did not allow them the right to marry, as guaranteed by the Constitutional Court ruling. Accordingly, the government made a last-minute amendment to the Civil Unions Bill, changing it so as to permit the "voluntary union of two persons, which is solemnized and registered by either a marriage or a civil union." MPs from the African National Congress were required to support the bill, which was passed by the National Assembly 230 to 41 on November 14. It must now be approved by the National Council of Provinces and President Thabo Mbeki.

 Better Futures: LGBT Youth Scotland to run new anti-bullying organisation
Better Futures, a new anti-bullying organisation with a remit to oppose bullying both in and out of schools, is to be run by the Scottish Association for Mental Health (SAMH) and LGBT Youth Scotland. Earlier this year a report by LGBT Youth Scotland into bullying of gays, lesbians, bisexuals and transexuals found that tackling incidents of homophobia was not seen as a priority by many schools. In the Herald on Saturday (14th October) Michael McGrath, director of the Scottish Catholic Education Service, said that it was “a little disturbing” that LGBT Youth Scotland was to be part of Better Futures, because there was “so much other bullying”.
