Common sense 1 bigotry 0

The Lords decision to uphold the Northern Ireland recommendations on sexual orientation and the provision of goods and services has been welcomed by Schools OUT, OUTrage, Stonewall and the Lesbian and Gay Humanist Association. Among religious groups it has been welcomed by Faithworks and Ekklesia. 

The three things that make this a true triumph are:

· The fanatics and bigots outside did not represent, and were not supported by, their mainstream counterparts. The main Christian denominations, The Muslim Council of Great Britain and the Board of Deputies of British Jews refused to join the demonstration outside.

· Gone are the days when the House of Lords was full of conservative vested interests. The vote was 199 to 68; the highest vote ever in favour of LGBT (or, in this case, LGB) equality legislation. 

· It means that equivalent legislation can be introduced on the mainland in April.

LAST CHANCE TO SAVE THE FEMINIST LIBRARY 

The management committee of the Feminist Library is calling an emergency meeting on Saturday 24th February 2007 to decide whether to close the library for good. This meeting is a last ditch attempt to rally feminists to support the library and, if no solution is found, to discuss finding another suitable home for the collection. The collection now also includes 75 boxes of material that was the Women’s Health Library that was rescued from being thrown in a skip over the summer. 

For a number of years the Feminist Library has existed in a state of permanent emergency, with a dwindling number of volunteers to take part in running the library, a precarious financial situation, uncertainty about its location, and a lack of womanpower to pursue crucial funding applications.

The current group of volunteers is no longer able to sustain the situation, and the library will be forced to close without an injection of new volunteers. Therefore the meeting will have a dual function: to decide on whether or not the library will continue to stay open, and to gather experience, advice and new volunteers to reinvigorate the management committee, or help the committee find a suitable home for the collection if the decision is taken to close. 

The meeting will take place at 11am at the Feminist Library on Saturday 24th February.  There will be the opportunity to look around the library and to chat to us, followed by a more formal discussion. 

As a basis for discussion at the meeting, the management committee are preparing a short document on the library's current plight and what the future options could be. If you wish to speak to them by phone, include your phone number in your message and they will get back to you as quickly as possible, although it may take a few days.

CALL FOR PAPERS WOLFENDEN50: SEX/LIFE/POLITICS IN THE BRITISH WORLD 1945-1969 King's College, London, 28-30 June 2007 [Pride London will be held on 30 June 2007; http://www.pridelondon.org]

2007 marks the fiftieth anniversary of the Wolfenden Report, a British government inquiry into homosexuality and prostitution which profoundly  shaped public debate on the regulation of these sexualities (and others), both in Britain and beyond. Most famously, the Report recommended that homosexual acts between consenting adults in private ought not to be an offence and 2007 also marks the fortieth anniversary of the passage of this recommendation into law in the Sexual Offences Act of 1967 [for England and Wales only]. This seems like a suitable moment to look at the ways in which minority/deviant/marginalised/vilified sexualities have been lived, understood, regulated and constructed in the post-War period, and to that end a conference is being held in London in July [June?] 2007.

Proposals for papers examining any aspects of this topic are sought.  Some of the areas likely to be of interest include: - the origins, development, spread and impact of sex-law reform politics and ideas; - professional discourses (medical, legal, religious) around `minority sexualities'; - literary and cultural representations of these sexualities;- the politics of homosexuality, prostitution and other sexual `minorities' and `deviations'; - the political and social activism, and the lived experience, of these groups and individuals in the period between the end of the Second World War and the rise of liberationist politics in 1969-70.

The focus is on the British World, understood here as including, at minimum, the United Kingdom, Ireland, Canada, Australia, New Zealand and South Africa. It may, depending on what work is being done elsewhere, include other parts of the Empire/Commonwealth.  [Those of you who live in countries where LGBs are still suffering the negative effects of criminal laws introduced by the former British Empire, such as India, or in the United States, please do not feel excluded or offended by the way the organisers' have defined "British World"!]

Proposals offering either individual papers or panels on particular topics from established academics, postgraduates and independent scholars are invited. Papers which offer comparative or transnational perspectives would be especially welcome.
