IN CLASS:

OVERALL LEARNING OBJECTIVE (as written in Half Termly Plan):

To understand the terms privilege and exclusion when looking at how HIV/AIDS affects different people around the world.

1.  Introduction -3 mins

Introduce lesson with plan projected onto whiteboard.

Show children pink/green/yellow tags. Ask each child to choose a colour tag. They must then pin this tag to their chest for rest of lesson. Tell children that some of them will be very pleased with their choice, others won’t. Leave them guessing. 

Introduce the AIDS ribbon and World AIDS Day. Talk about it and why people are wearing it around school or in town. Point to AIDS Day posters.

2. Main  - Whole class group

a) HIV and AIDS: True or False (15mins)

AIM: Introductory activity to measure students’ knowledge about HIV/AIDS and to encourage initial discussion.

Children asked to choose a laminate card and read the statement. Board divided into True/False sections. This statement then placed on either section. All the statements are true. Invite class discussion.

b)  An Unequal World (15mins)

AIM: to increase awareness of what privilege and exclusion feel like.

Refer back to coloured tags. Explain the activity. The ‘Pinks’ can sit comfortably on their chair. They may be treated to a drink or some biscuits. The ‘Pinks’ order the yellows to stand together, their faces against the wall. The ‘Yellows’ are not allowed to look around or talk. Meanwhile the ‘Pinks’ give orders to the ‘Greens’, for example, “hop on leg, tidy my desk/drawer, complete my homework” etc. The ‘Greens’ must obey.

After a few minutes, stop and change the roles around. After a few more minutes, change the roles again. Important to point out this is only a game and those being ordered to do things must not worry.

Alternative version: Do not play rounds two or three. This will leave stronger feelings to fuel discussion. Introduce concept of an unfair world where access to resources and power in very uneven e.g. Third World vs. Western Countries.

Give everyone a chance to talk about what happened in game. Go to last part of lesson whilst feelings of injustice are still strong.

Read out the portraits of Chris Smith, Labour MP and Lota Chitenga in Africa, an orphan with HIV (see attached). Show poster of Lota. Highlight that whilst both people have HIV one is receiving better health and will live longer. HIV positive people are not treated as equal to HIV negative people/. Some HIV positive people are treated better (health care, prejudice etc.) than other HIV positive people because of where they live. e.g.UK/Africa.

Possible stumbling blocks

Allow time for discussion about misconceptions about transmission of HIV/AIDS, other STDs, use of contraception, stereotyping of AIDS patients.

3. Plenary and homework opportunities -7 mins

Link back to lesson on prejudice. Highlight any prejudice children might have about HIV or the people it infects. Read statistics from UK compared percentage wise with Africa. End lesson on positive note. Although there is no cure, we CAN do something about it. We can protect ourselves and respect others.
